3. If using animals, a “pooper scooper” must follow the entry.

4. Animals must be comfortable with loud noises and large crowds.

5. No candy or other objects can be thrown from the entry.

6. You may have people walk along side the entry to distribute candy or give-a-ways.
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No entry conveying controversial/irreverent messages or political statements can participate.

Place signhage on both sides of the entry, saying who the entry is sponsored by.

Arrive at the ConAgra Parking lot between 5:15 and 6 pm to assemble. Spaces are assigned upon arrival.
